Students will be graded on a points system with the following types of assessment.
Class Participation Includes all of the following: 1. Attendance and promptness: Each student must come to class on time. If a student is absent they must consult the teacher for any additional questions and to make up the class participation points.  Points will be awarded each day and must be made up upon an absence by coming in before or after school or making other arrangements.
 2. Preparedness and attitude: Each student must come to class prepared with a folder and pen/pencil. Students need to present a positive and constructive attitude towards classmates and teachers.  Neatness will be counted on all work.

In Class Assignments For each chapter we discuss, students will complete activities and be graded on creative work in class. 

Homework Assignments will be given about once a week on a topic related to the current chapter.  
Tests and Quizzes There will be a total of 4 tests in the semester.  This is an opportunity for students to demonstrate what they have learned and show their understanding. Students may get each test signed for an additional point.
